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First, Welcome to Berean Baptist Church.  
· Whether you are here as a visitor or searching for a church home, it is our intention for you to feel safe and welcome here.
· We are here to experience God’s Love joyfully and we are glad that you are here.
· When you arrived a Greeter handed you a bulletin.  This is your guide to follow along in the service. 
Call to Worship and Invocation
The Call to Worship and Invocation help us to focus our hearts and minds on Christ who is present with us.  We pray the Lord’s Prayer together.  Don’t worry if you don’t know it by heart.  It’s printed in the bulletin.
Communion
Baptists traditionally celebrate Communion on the first Sunday of the month.  All are welcome to share in Communion at Berean regardless of previous church affiliation or experience.  Children do not traditionally share communion until they are baptized in the Baptist church.  Some families at Berean follow this tradition, but some feel that sharing communion with their children from an early age is the best way to teach them it’s purpose and importance.  You are free to choose for yourselves which option fits best for your family.
Speaking of Children…
All children are welcome here.  While we do not offer nursery care, we do have activity/coloring pages and crayons available from the greeters.  Don’t worry if your children make a little noise.  We are glad to have them worshipping with us.  Moms and Dads with babies, we have a rocking chair just for you in the entry-way, should you need to feed or comfort your little one.  This allows you to remain nearby and participate in worship.
Where are the restrooms
As you entered the church, the restrooms were on your left.  




What are the Gloria Patri and Doxology? These are ancient songs the church has sung since its earliest days.  The Gloria is a proclamation of our faith in the Triune God; Creator, Redeemer and Sustainer.  The Doxology is a song of Thanksgiving for all the gifts that God the Creator has given us.  
Passing the Peace
Christ has called us to be peace-makers.  We live in peace and teach peace by being a forgiven and forgiving community.  Passing the Peace is the way that we practice forgiving and seeking forgiveness.  Passing the Peace is a joyful  part of the worship experience at Berean.  
Prayers of the People
Prayers begin with people sharing their joys and celebrations as well as their worries and concerns.  Feel free to raise a hand and share if you wish.  We sing a chorus, ‘Hush Now in Quiet Peace.’  The words are in the bulletin.  The song is followed by silence where we listen to the voice of God. 



Scripture and Sermon
We believe the Bible is the Inspired Word of God that shapes us as Disciples and guides the way we live.   You will notice that sometimes people respond to what the pastor says or ask questions.  Feel free to participate if you feel comfortable. Inserted in the bulletin you will find devotions for your use.  They follow the theme(s) of the sermon.  There is also at the back of that insert a list of sermon points and a place to take notes if you would like.
Coffee Hour
After worship we would like to invite you to Granger-Hall Auditorium for coffee, pastry, snacks for the kids, and what we call ‘fellowship.’  We would like to introduce ourselves and get to know you.
